A Vision of Vibrant Stewardship 

in the Congregation  
Imagine a congregation that knows the difference between a 
"Theology of Abundance" and "The Myth of Scarcity." Oh, the things 
they would do! The joy they would have in giving themselves ð their 
time, their talents and their treasures ð away for the sake of the world! 
This would be a congregation that dared to dream and imagine a 
future that seems impossible by human standards. 
 First, this would be a people who kept the Sabbath as God 
intended. This would be a day of vibrant worship, a day of ascribing 
value and worth to God, a day free from laboring for "daily bread." 
Believing that God always provides enough would give them cause for 
great thanksgiving.  
 Second, out of all the activities that are part and parcel of being 
the church, one of the characteristics of this congregation would be 
taking the message of God's ñenoughnessò ð enough grace, enough 
forgiveness, enough hope, enough provision, enough love, enough 
safety, enough compassion, enough comfort, enough friendship ð to 
others. Sometimes the message would be shared with words, other 
times it would take the form of a warm blanket, and sometimes it 
would be the presence of a listening ear. Sharing the abundance of 
God's "enoughness" would be part of their DNA. 
 Finally, this would be a congregation that was wise about the 
blessings of financial wealth. Talking about money and how it is used 
in the church and in the private lives of disciples would be as normal, 
necessary and expected as talking about prayer or baptism. It would 
not be the first thing on the council agenda because money would be 
seen as a tool to help them do God's mission. God's mission is to love 
and bless and save the world. Money is one of the many resources 
needed to help God do this. They would be careful, diligent and 
resourceful stewards so that the greatest amount possible of this 
blessing could be put to use for God's mission.

Back - to - School Backpacks for LSMNJ  
Each year, generous donations of assembled backpacks 
form congregations like ours enable hundreds of New 
Jersey children who are in programs of Lutheran Social 
Ministries of NJ (LSMNJ) get a jump start on learning 
and succeeding in school. Many families cannot afford 
the added expense of school supplies. Through this 
initiative, we are able to alleviate this worry and distribute 
backpacks filled with important necessities. 
 On Sunday, July 11, the Noisy Offering was collected 
with the intention of using the donations to purchase backpacks for elementary 
school children. Each backpack will contain 6 pencils, a box of 24 crayons, 1 
glue stick, 1 eraser, 1 ruler, 2 folders with pockets, 1 spiral notebook, and 1 
pencil 
case. LSMNJ will distribute the backpacks to children of the Lutheran Home for 
Children, Project Home, Immigration and Refugee Services, LSM of Camden, 
and Trenton Affordable Housing, as well as to refugees studying English as a 
second language. Last year, over 500 assembled backpacks were distributed to 
LSM programs throughout the state.

 WELCA invites you to join them in providing health kits for those in 
emergency situations. Either bring in complete kits as described below, or 
donate individual items and place in the box in the narthex. Septemberôs Noisy 
Offering will be used to complete the purchase of needed items. 

 Include the following items in each health kit:  
One hand towel, dark color requested 
One washcloth, dark color requested 
One bath-size bar (4 to 5 oz.) of soap, any brand, in its original wrapping  
One adult-size toothbrush in its original packaging  
One sturdy (wide tooth) comb 
One nail clipper with file attached 
Six Band-Aids® (or similar brand),  3/4"; secure together with a rubber 
band  
Enclose all items in a gallon zip-lock bag 

Do not add other items or leave out any of the items listed. All items should 
be new and in good condition. LWR's approximate cost to handle and ship one 
health kit overseas is $2.65 (includes the cost of toothpaste to go with the kit).

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ñWith A Grateful Heartò was the theme of our Jr. High Servant Trip 
to Washington, DC. This was the 11th annual trip organized for the 
youth of our synod. Traveling together by Coach Bus, 80 youth 
(including from HCLC Chase Finnigan and his friend Sergio 
Champoux, Evan Maloney, Lena Richards, Taylor Watkins, and 
Michelle Wisnewski), adults and leaders (including Denise Levin 
and Janet Finnigan), and pastors arrived safely to our nationôs 
capital. Capitol Presbyterian Church, which was within walking 
distance from the Capitol Building and the Metro station, would 
become our ñhome away from home.ò  
 Highlights of our trip included serving in the morning at one of 
three facilities: (1) Food & Friends is a program that daily prepares 
meals, packages and delivers groceries to more than 1,100 people 
with AIDS and age-related health issues. (2) D.C. Central Kitchen 
prepares 4,000 meals every day for families in need. We helped in 
the kitchen by dicing onions and green peppers, and sifting through 
mounds of salad. (3) At S.O.M.E. (which stands for ñSo Others May 
Eatò) we spent three hours serving breakfast to homeless people. 
 Each afternoon afforded us the opportunity to explore the many 
sights including the Library of Congress, the National Archives 
(which houses the original Declaration of Independence and the 
Constitution...very exciting to see!!), the Holocaust Museum, the 
Smithsonian Institution, and the Visitor Center. During dinner we 
enjoyed fellowship, along with devotions led by synod pastors who 
accompanied us. Afterward each night we were entertained with 
various parades, military bands, Drum & Bugle Corps, and Silent 
Drill Teams. One of our favorites was the Marine Sunset Parade 
featuring the Marine Silent Drill Team at the Marine Barracks.  
 Our favorite tour was the night-time walking tour of monuments and three 
war memorials. Exploring under the darkness of the night sky brings to light the 
deep sentiment of pride and appreciation for our American heritage, reminding 
us of these very important words: ñAmerica is the Land of the Free because of 
the Brave!ò 
 God blessed us with  some beautiful weather and  awesome kids with whom 
we logged in over 35 miles of walking ! We were very  proud of our youthsô 
energy and enthusiasm as we worked together to do the Lordôs work with our 
hands and feet.  Weôd like to thank 
our fearless leaders and organizers, 
and HCLCôs own members for 
supporting our Mission Trip, both 
monetarily, with homemade treats, 
and in prayer. We look forward to 
next yearôs event and hope many 
more of our youth will join us!!!  
 When we put God at the center 
of our life, we are freed to live a life 
that is consistent with our faith. 
Then, with Grateful Hearts, we can 
reach out and share all that He has 
so generously given to us.
