Council Corner 
At its July meeting your Church Council  
had some decisions to make about the 
Endowment Fund (see another article by 
Fred Shourds).  Based on the bylaw 
passed at the 2011 Annual Meeting, each bequest will be 
distributed as follows:  75% to the Endowment Fund, 15% for  
the Council to use as it sees fit, and 10% to the wider church 
(ELCA or synod).  
 A decision on how to use last year’s bequest of $10,000 was 
postponed until the bylaw was passed. After $7,500 went to the 
Endowment Fund, $2,500 was left to distribute. After a lot of 
thought and prayer, Council designated the following:   

$1,000.00 to the Endowment Fund, 
$500 to ELCA Disaster Relief, 
$500 to Mission Support of the NJ Synod, and 
$500 to God’s Global Barnyard of the ELCA.

In June I applied for a grant from the NJ Synod to help us 
defray the expenses of our  Vacation Bible School, which is 
offered at no cost to all children who attend. A funny thing 
happened between July’s Council meeting on Thursday, when 
we gave away $1,500, and the Sunday right after. Before 
worship I opened the mail that had arrived on Friday and 
Saturday. Lo and behold! There was a check from the Synod for 
$1,000—twice the amount I had asked for in the grant 
application! Sure, many would say it was just a coincidence. But 
I like to think it was also an instance of our giving in faith and 
trust, then the surprise of receiving so much more in so many 
ways, just as our Lord promised.     —Pr. Cynthia

Endowment Fund Reaches Goal!!

As of June 30 the balance in the Endowment Fund was $99,515.94. At 
its July 14th meeting, Council voted to give $1,000.00 of a $10,000 
bequest to the Endowment Fund. This $1,000.00 was part of the 25% 
($2,500.00) set aside for Council to use, as specified in the bylaw passed 
at the 2011 Annual Meeting. The balance in the Endowment Fund is 
now $ 100,515.94. 
 

What happens now? 
As of July 1, 2011 the contributions and earnings will be kept separate. 
All contributions (including pennies and monies raised by the recycling 
of the printer cartridges) will be kept separate and never used, but only 
added to the Endowment Fund balance. 
 The interest and capital gains or losses will be calculated from July 
1, 2011 to June 30, 1012. The interest is from a Money Market and 
Certificate of Deposits.  The capital gains or losses will come from our 
investments in the ELCA Endowment Fund Pooled Trust – Fund A, 
which currently holds approximately 52% of our investments.  
 Income from the Fund may be distributed annually: 

a minimum 10% for outreach into community and synod 
a minimum 10% for mission and ministry of the ELCA 
a minimum 10% for HCLC’s capital improvements, 
building program, or debt reduction  

 If funds are distributed, the minimum means each of the three 
categories must receive 10%, and 100% of distributed income will be to 
programs in these three categories. 
 Programs for support shall be recommended by the Endowment 
Fund Committee and approved by the Congregation Council.

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Youth Take on Nation’s Capital 
—Janet Finnigan and Denise Levin 

 
Holy Communion has MUCH to be proud of! A few new faces joined 
our Jr. Youth on another great mission trip to Washington D.C. bringing 
our total from HCLC to twelve! Joan Labbree was kind enough to join us 
as a leader along with nine youth: Chase Finnigan and his friend Sergio, 
Jonathan Labbree, Nick LoBosco, Donivan Liss, Lena Richards, 
Katelyn Viscusi, Taylor Watkins, and Michelle Wisnewski for this very 
productive and rewarding servant trip. We joined 53 other youth and 
their leaders from New Jersey; making new friends and reuniting with old 
ones made a memorable experience for all!  

 These were among our favorite work stations: 

 The DC Kitchen, where we peeled huge amounts of carrots, chopped 
cabbage, sliced cucumbers and washed many sink loads of dishes. It was 
good to know all of our work contributes to the 4,800 healthy meals that 
are delivered DAILY to low-income families in the DC area! 

 Although it was a VERY hot day, we visited the 1st Congressional 
Cemetery, where we tidied up some of the 14,000 gravesites and learned 
about the many special people in our nation’s history buried there, one 
being Dolly Madison. 

 The Ronald McDonald House is a place where 26 families stay while 
their sick children receive medical treatment in area hospitals. We 
worked hard under the hot sun, cleaning up trash, weeding and watering 
gardens; then we created festive decorations for the upcoming 4th of July 
holiday. 

 At Food and Friends we packed specially prepared meals for the 1,100 
sick and homebound clients who live in the DC area. 

 Martha’s Table helps low-income and homeless children and families by 
providing hot meals and learning activities. We helped by serving 
breakfast and visiting with the patrons while feeling very grateful for ALL 
we have in our lives. Hence our Servant Trip Theme:  ―With a Grateful 
Heart.‖ 

 Some of our favorite sights: 

 If you’ve never done the Nighttime Tour of the Monuments, you 
should add it to your ―Bucket List‖ because it’s a most moving experience 
that somehow penetrates your soul with a deeper sense of great American 

pride and a far-reaching depth of gratitude for our 
nation’s heroes. The Lincoln Memorial, the memorials 
for veterans of WWII, Vietnam War, and Korean War,  
and the Washington Monument were among our youths’ 
favorites, but ALL are a sight to behold as you recognize 
the meaning of sacrifice behind each monument. 

 Visiting the House of Representatives was a new 
experience for us all as we headed to the office of our very 
own Congressman Rob Andrews to deliver a most 
important message. Although Congressman Andrews was 
out of the country we had the pleasure of meeting with 
his legislative correspondent, ―JZ.‖ Armed with a petition 
with over 600 signatures, our youth were united in a 
deeper understanding of the tragic situation that 
surrounds 3,600 Liberian immigrants who will be forced 
to return to Liberia after the US granted them asylum 
from their war-torn country 20 years ago. If Congress and 
President Obama follow through with this decision by 
September 30, parents will need to make an unthinkable 
decision either to leave their American-born children 
behind or to return with them to an unstable country still 
recovering from civil war. This was hard news for our 
youth to deliver and for JZ to hear, but he assured us that 
he would bring this very important concern to 
Congressman Andrews. He encouraged us to follow-up 
with a call to the Congressman’s office in Haddon 
Heights in the next few weeks, which we plan to do. 

 Riding the Metro was a thrilling and most interesting 
experience for our first timers as they watched in wonder 
the masses of humanity filing in and out of the trains 
with great ease. We suburban dwellers never quite 
experience the sharing of another’s ―personal space‖ until 
we board a commuter train at the peak of rush hour, 
filing into the train like sardines into a can. 

 Dining and shopping at Union Station was a treat for 
all 65 of us as there were many tasty options, even for the 
most challenging of palates! We’re sure the vendors were 
grateful for our hunger and our urge to find that perfect 
souvenir. 
 
All total we walked 36 miles in 4 days enjoying a rich and 
most rewarding volunteer experience. We left our 
nation’s capital with a deeper sense of the needs of many. 
But following our trip’s theme, ―With Grateful Hearts,‖ 
we know that somehow we made a difference in the many 
lives we touched by using our hands and feet to do God’s 
work. 
 
Pastor, we thank you for your special sendoff early 
Tuesday morning. It provided a nice calm for our families 
as we prepared for our departure. Special thanks to our 
youth families for allowing your child to share in this 
great experience with us, for helping to feed us with all 
the generous donations of food and treats (your children 
did not go hungry), and for your unending support!  
Thanks also to our entire church family because these 
trips would not be possible if not for your prayers and 
support. Great work, youth! We are so proud!!
