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Lutheran Gets 
Nobel Peace Prize  
Leymah Roberta Gbowee, a 
Lutheran Liberian peace 
activist, has been awarded the 
Nobel Peace Prize. The 
announcement came Oct. 7 from 
Oslo, Norway. Gbowee, a member 
of the Lutheran Church in Liberia, 
is responsible for organizing a non-violent women's movement 
that brought an end to a 14-year civil war in Liberia. 
     The Liberian women's movement led to the ousting of ex-
President Charles Taylor and to the election of Ellen Johnson 
Sirleaf as president of Liberia, the first African nation with a 
female president. President Sirleaf also has been awarded the 
Nobel Peace Prize. 
     The war in Liberia began in 1989. The starting point of the 
women's movement was war fatigue, said Gbowee, a mother of 
six children. She grew tried of watching children die from 
hunger and "waking up every morning and not knowing 
whether a tomorrow was possible. You can't plan for the 
future." Along with thousands of other women from across 
Liberia, Gbowee wanted to dream of a better community. 
     She decided it was time to stop the war and called together 
women of all faithsðChristian, Muslim, indigenous and 
othersðfrom across Liberia to "step out," recognizing that 
Liberian women can play a critical role in peace building. 
     "You always see your savior in someone else other than 
yourself," Gbowee said. "So for us women, having never been 
socialized to believe that we have powers to interfere in the 
politics of our country, were waiting for the bold men. (But) 
every time the bold men rose up, they rose up with guns and 
other things," she said, realizing that women needed to bring 
the much-desired peace "for ourselves." 
     But Gbowee does not take full credit for initiating and 
organizing the women's peace movement. "There were other 
women who came before us, emboldening us to take a stand," 
she said. "And we didn't just start from nothing." 
     Using the experiences of the women before them, Gbowee 
used prayer, picketing and silence to further their mission. 
Despite insults and other behaviors that came their way, she 
said, "We kept quiet because we had a sense of purpose and 
sense of direction." The women also put together statements of 
peace for African governments, engaged the media and 
initiated personal, one-to-one conversations with power brokers 
"to see how we could get the peace that Liberia was searching 
for."  
     "Leymah Gbowee's life and leadership are a witness to the 
power of women to resist forces of violence and  domination by 
creating a movement for reconciliation and peace," said ELCA 
Presiding Bishop Mark S. Hanson. "In Liberia, I experienced 
her passionate commitment to rebuilding a nation torn by civil 
war not by seeking  vengeance, but through her faith to 
encourage dialogue and inclusiveness at all levels of society. 
...She embodies a Christian faith that will not keep silent in the 
face of poverty and oppression." 

Financial Goals with Both 

Head and Heart  
What distinguishes financial winners from losers? Some 
people might be tempted to respond, ñthe size of a personôs 
bank accountò or ñthe performance of a personôs 
investments.ò While few people would argue that how much 
one owns or how well it performs doesnôt matter, those who 
view these measures as standards for success may be 
forgetting an important aspect:  money is a tool, not an end, 
in life.   
 Following the tragic events of September 11, 2001, life 
insurance sales surged as people turned their focus to caring 
for their families and communities. Those values generally 
superseded gathering wealth. But it should not take tragedy 
to bring our values into our financial decisions. Instead, 
they should be integrated throughout our financial decision-
making.   
 Asking the right questions upfront can help. For 
example, ñWhat is my mission or mission statement in life?ò  
ñWhat mindset do I bring to my possessions - scarcity or 
abundance?ò ñWhat values are the guiding forces in my 
life?ò  ñWhat activities give me energy and make me feel 
alive?ò ñHow do I want people to remember me?ò  ñWhat 
organizations and causes do I care about deeply?ò  ñDoes the 
way I manage my money truly reflect my lifeôs priorities?ò 
 Knowing the answers to these questions can assist 
people in integrating their personal values with their 
financial decisions.   
 How do people integrate their personal values with 
their personal finances in the real world? Some choose to 
express their support of particular issues and organizations 
through charitable gifts. Others leave a legacy to their 
children or grandchildren. Still others allocate dollars for 
their personal development through education and training 
to bring their skills or passions to a higher level. And some 
people are better at monitoring their spending to focus on 
long-term needs.   
 Those who tend to be most satisfied with life ï whether 
enormously wealthy or just scraping by ï usually have 
successfully connected how they manage their money with 
their values and life purpose. They understand that money 
is a tool, not an end, in their life. Their finances typically 
surround and support their values linked to family, time, 
legacy, care for others, leisure, faith and everyday living. 
 Real financial success comes from examining both what 
is in oneôs heart and what is in oneôs portfolio. When 
peopleôs values and money are in alignment, they can be 
assured that the way they manage their money is supporting 
who they are and what they believe in. That can be one sure 
way to satisfy both head and heart.

Protestants maintain that all believers, not just a famous few 
superstars, are "called to be saints" (Romans 1:7). We prefer the 
plural, ñsaints,ò which includes all Christians (as in the Apostles' 
Creed, ñI believe in the communion of saintsò), as opposed to the 
singular, ñsaint,ò which suggests an exalted status. Paul, for 
example, addressed his letters to "all the saints" in Rome, Ephesus, 
and Philippi (Ephesians 1:15, Philippians 1:1). In this Protestant 
view, I'm a saint not because of my heroic deeds, my virtuous 
character, or my performance of miracles, but because God calls 
me to Himself in a lifelong pilgrimage. 
         But Protestants shouldn't overreact and throw out the baby 
with the bath water. We shouldn't dismiss a practice just because 
it's abused. Protestants could do a better job of honoring the role 
that the saints can play in our Christian lives, especially for us who 
in stressing the personal nature of salvation often slide into 
individualistic, privatistic, and even narcissistic patterns of 
discipleship. We should see ourselves in the greater, communal 
identity of all God's people. There's a social and corporate 
dimension to our journey with Jesus that should include the 
saints. 
          When I think about the saintsðwhether the especially holy 
like Mother Teresa or the egregiously fallen like Jimmy Swaggartð
I'm reminded that I have choices to make in my Christian life, and 
that my choices matter. These choices have consequences for my 
spiritual welfare. Believers are told to imitate not only Christ but 
the saints. Paul urged his readers to imitate his way of life several 
times (1 Corinthians 4:16). Hebrews 6:12 commands us to 
ñimitate those who through faith and patience inherit what has 

been promisedò (compare Hebrews 13:7). Other saints, by the 
choices they've made, have 
ñshipwrecked their faithò 
(1 Timothy 1:19), and I do well to 
consider them too. 
     In addition to imitation 
there is consolation. The saints 
console me that I'm not alone. 
Rather, I am surrounded by ña great 
cloud of witnessesò (Hebrews 12:1), 
who cheer me on to ñrun with 
endurance the race that is set before 
me.ò Wherever I find myself on the 
Christian pilgrimage, in joy or 
despair, faith or doubt, sin or grace, 
millions of believers have gone 
before me. Some have failed 
miserably, others have triumphed gloriously. But at the end of the 
race, whether they ran well or poorly, they found ultimate rest in 
God's grace that knows no boundaries and love which knows no 
limits. 
          So, celebrate the saints. We need both the Roman Catholic 
and the Protestant ideas of sainthood. The former challenges and 
inspires us; the latter offers consolation and encouragement for all 
the normal struggles of life. Find a fellow saint and share your own 
journey with Jesus, encouraging one another to love and good 
works (1 Thessalonians 5:11, Hebrews 10:24)
